The most relevant score on the Mobility Inventory is not the total for each of the two scales because not
every situation will apply to you. Instead, an average (also called the mean) is calculated for each of the
scales.

Chambless et al. (1985) report that people who met the diagnostic criteria for agoraphobia scored an
average of 2.5 on the Avoidance Accompanied scale and 3.3 on the Avoidance Alone scale. People who did
not meet the diagnostic criteria for agoraphobia scored on average 1.07 on the Avoidance Accompanied
scale and 1.35 on the Avoidance Alone scale.
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
